cozy homes th;it military men,
who looked upon them as only
temporary .shelters for soldiers,
could hardly believe they could
be converted into.

Years hence, looking back on
these temporary Quonset hut
homes, and what their wives were
able to do to convert them into
comfortable homes, husbands will
have a greater appreciation of
their wives, for what they were
able to dp under great handicaps.

Parents and all other adults can
do a great deal of thinking about
the constantly demonstrated pull-
ing power of home these days, as
military men are constantly
travelling across country for just
a couple of days at their homes.
Many of these men, put up with
great travel inconveniences, and
travel for two or'three days, lor
just the few hours they are per-
mitted to spend at home during
their leaves.

Many of them have been to
many parts of this country, and to
foreign lands as well, and when
they show such a desire to be
home with family and friends
that they put up with the ex-
pense and discomforts of travel,
there could be no better incentive
for us to make our homes and
ourselves as »ittractive and as
helpful to our children as pos-
sible, and what applies to the in-

. dividual home, applies as well to
the home town.

DUBLIN, Eire—Among the re-

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VETERANS'
COLUMN

Q. A woman in northern New
Jersey writes, "My husband vol-
unteered for service in the Army
one and one-half years ago, but
was not called for service until
March, 1M6.' We have five chil-
dren aad X have read that enlist-
ed man with thre children are en-
titled to a discharge. Under the
circumstances, can my husband
hope to get a dependency dis-
charge?"

A. Your husband will first have
to file an application with his
commanding officr for a depen-
dency discharge. The case will
than be investigated on its merits,
and If he is entitled to a discharge
ft will probably be granted read-
ily.

Q. We have received many
questions about payments to vet-
erans while learning a trade.
Many of them seem to think that
the Veterans' Administration will
pay the difference between their
pay as apprentices or trainees and
the pay of fully trained workmen.
Here is the program, in brief:

A. Subsistence allowance not
axraarting $50 for veterans with
out dependents, $75 for those with
dependents, can be paid appren
Uces or trainees so long as the
combined subsistence allowance
aad pay as a trainee does not ex
oad the entering pay of a fully
trained workman in that field.

Q. A veteran discharged Octo
bar K 1M1. want* to know if he
is entitled to a loan to go into

. A. Yes, the effective dates are
betwceu September 16, 1940, and
the official end of the war.

Q. A woman reader asks, "My
two sons have been honorably dis
charged, and want to obtain a loan
lor $1,000 to buy a house. Can
they do this and if so, how do
they go about it?"

A. Your sons are eligible for
such a loan. They should apply
at any bank or consult the loca

i of the Division of Veterans

Q. A veteran in central New
Jersey asks, "What may be done
In connection with burial of a vet
•ran who has no friends or rela
tiros willing or able to assume the
cost of burial?"

A. Any interested eprson or or-
ganization may contract for the
burial of the veteran and if
claim is filed with the Veterans'
Administration, burial allowance
of $100 will be granted. If the
undertaker ha* not been paid, he
may make a claim for the $100 \
burial allowance. You may get
additional information by con-
sulting the supervisor of Veter-
ans' Burials for your county.
