Princeton is chosen, the entire
town would become an Interna-
tional capital, over which the
United States would have no Jur-

largest universities, in one of our
cultural centers, which is a t e
famous for the Battle of Prince-
ton and other historical associa-
tions should be lost to the United
States simply because we want
the UNO capitol located on this
aide of the ocean.

Reduction of
Railroad Tax Would
Be Blow To City
Proposed Plan WooM Affect

27% ef Tax Revenue
Received Here.

The plan proposed by Gover-
nor Edge to permit a reduction in
second class railroad taxes would
have a serious effect on this city
Councilman Anton Walczak told
the Council at it's public meet-
ing Monday evening.

He pointed out that since South
Amboy has no large factories, the
principal sources of tax revenue
are the railroad and homes.

Walczk added that the city was
forced to put up with the smoke
noise and other inconveniences,
caused by the railroad, and he
felt it should have some con-
sideration in the way of taxes
from the same source.

Walcza's motion that the city
Solicitor draw up resolutions
protesting against the plan of
Governor Edge, Senator John
Tooland and Assemblymen Vogel,
Zimmerman and Dickson, receiv-
ed the unanimous vote of the
Council.

Councilman John Leonard of
the Third Ward, said he knew
