McGuire Says Al Must
Have Chance To Bid
For Property

All during the past several
wekks there has been consider-
able interest in the announced
intention of the city fathers to
dispose of certain plots of city
owned property, obtained by
means of property liens, and the
announced desire of the city
fathers to give returning vet-
erans preference in securing this
property.

At the last meeting of the City
Council, thizs matter was dis-
cussed at length, and most of
the city officials expressed
themselves openly in favor of
having the veterans given pre-
feremoce in the securing of - the
property. 80 strongly was thia
sentiment axpressed, that it was
the general impression that the
property sale would be held on
Monday evening of this week at
the public Council session, and
there were a number of ex-ser-
vicemen present.

When a bid of $200 from Paul
Kasor for lots at the corner of
Thompson and Augusia street
was read, the subject of tax
sales came up for a public air-
ing, and City Bolicitor McGuire,
at the request of Councilman
Amton Walcezak, explained that
it was impossible because of
state laws, to give preference to
veterans. much as the city
fathers desired to do so, and all
property to be disposed of must
be put on the block for anyone
to bid for it. McQuire sald there
was no proviston In the law for
the granting of priority to any
individual or veteran group. -
Upon the conclusion of Mc
Guire's remarks, Walczak rose
to remark that the City Solici-
tor's explanation of the situa-
tion showed that jhere  was
nothing the Council could do to
offset the regulatfons governing
them.

This was the signal for Arthur
Kennedy, of the Veterans' Pre-
ference Committee of the local
Legion Post to take the floor.
After expressing dissatisfaction
at the situation, Kennedy de-
clared, “the veterans lose out
again”.
