With all this talk of she atom
bomb, none has forcefully point-
ed out that the atom bomb in
Itaelf is merelv an agency of
destruction. and can accomplish
Httle in the wav of a military
success unless there are also foot
soldiers to follow up the bomb.
to hotd the land fiom which an

enemy has been difven and foot
soldiers in lurge numbers must
be a part of any well planned

army which (& going to repulse
another well planned army,  or
attack itself The foot soldier Is
still a very necessary part of the
military force, and we can get
the beat of them by making this
branch s0 attractive that men
will enlist in it, rather than be
drawn into H.
