Urged To Avoid Being Burden

Women should find and maintain a productive interest,
outside their hDines if they would avoid being a burden to)
their children in the event of widowhood. J

With nearly 6,000,000 widows in the United Statflf, and'
the number bound to increase because of greater life expec-
tancy, sociologists are gravely concerned about tht problem
of America's widowed mothers.

After a career of raising chil-
dren, and having the warm feeling
of being passionately wanted by
them, the widowed mother tudrienly
finds herself an •mbarrassing prob-
lem to her married children, ac-
cording to an article "What Shall
We Do With Mother?" by Elisa-
beth Janeway in the October issue
of Cosmopolitan magaxine.

Her children have their own
family interests and th# prospect
of bringing mother into th« picture
for the rest of her life is not always
conducive to marital harmony,

"It should be easier, of ocurse,
for us, the women in our thirties
and forties, to find now and to
maintain during the years to com*
a productive Interest outside oar
homes," ths writer states.

"We have bad more education;

usually, than our mothers, and
many of us, unlike the n of
previous generations, hare heldj
jobs at on* time or another. Now
is the tint* for us to begin to ex-
tand past our front doors, our
knowledge, our opinions, our reac-
tion*. We don't need to go around
looking for opportunities, or try to
whip up an artificial interest in the
United Nations or flower arrange-
ments.

"Perhaps we ean't solve the
problem of what to do with our
own or our husbands mother today.
That problem belongs to the older
woman. But we ean make the prob-
lem easier for ear children—and
by so doing live out piodnctiv* lives
of our own ia contentment and
dignity."
