'Ordination Anniversary Sunday

The Rev. Urbantk studied at
Washington, D. C. and gt the
Seminary at Ordhard Lake,
Michigan, and Nisgars Univer-
sity, He was ordained into the
priesthood on December 21, 1921,
and began his active priesthood
with missionary work in North-
ern Canada. After serving for
five years in this field, he re-
turned to the Trenton Diocese
at the request of the Right Rev.
Bishop Walsh of the Diocese. He
.wu subsequently aasigned as
assistant pastor at the loeal
Secred Heart Parish, and was
later made pastor of the All
Saints Parish in Burlington, N
J.. where he served for eight
years.

On May 3, 1935, the Rt. Rev.
Bishop  Moses Kiley appointed
the Rev. Urbanik $astor of the
parish here, where he had pre-
viously served as aasistant. On
May 127, 1945, he was honored
by the parish members at a testi-
monial banquet.

During his local pastorste, the
Rev. Urbanik  directed the
strengthening of the financial
position of the parish, and in-
creased it considerably in num-
bers. He also directed a pro-
