The situation confronting
Mayor McKeon was a difficult
one. His first duty was to pro-
tect the local taxpayers and pre-
serve the good name of Sowth
Amboy, while at the same thme
it was of great importance that
the commutors parking their
cars - here be extended every
courtesy in order that they
might be given a good Ilmpres-
sion of our city, that would be
of advantage to all of us residing
here.

The Mayor solved the problem
by hiving cards printed and
phaoed on the

loctl situation to the commutors
and asked their cooperation, bt
in addition gave them some
valuyable hints for the safety of
thelr ocars, while they were away
all day.
