Premium Pay la
Retroactive To Oaftfcar
Of Last Ycsv.

L. H. Priday, Assistant Plant
Manager, of tftePaWm Pmishss
Plant ef the DuPont Company
and Louis K. Hoffman. President
of the ftnptoyee* Association,
have announced satisfactory
conclusion of negotiations cover-
ing new contract.

Among the benefit* employees
have gained through these nego-
tiations are: time and half time
for- -all Sunday work, time and
half time for «th day work
double time lor work on the se-
venth day,' "call In" time, pay
for short swings, and-all plant
regulations affecting work sche-
dules, were liberalized. In addi-
tion, a wage increase, approxi-
mating 1%. wia negotiated.

The new contract become* ef-
fective Immediately, but premium
pay for Sunday work was made
rcctroacUve to October 9, 1946,
the date the contract negotia-
tion* began.
