An even more serious problem
resulting from this parking
practice, is the one created in
case of fire. When a serlous fire
broke out recently in the Mein-
ger Bullding, at the comer of
Broadway and Augusta sireet, 1t
was necessary to bresk a win-
dow in a car to release a set
brake, which prevented {ts re-
nwva.l from the danger area.
