However,
it was hinted there is a possi-
bility of delaying final considera-
tion of this measure, which s
knownt {0 be extremely unpo-
puar with some persons. One
of the objections to the passage,
frequently heard about official
circles, this week, was that the
orciinance inoludes only full time
employees, and excludes entirely,
part time employees. A salary
increase ordinance introduced
back in Apoil, was defeated when
the Mayor refused to approve fit,
and the oouncil could not must-
er sufficdent votes to override
his veto. At the time the Mayor
explfained that he did not re-
gard the ordinance as a fair
one, since while it included also
part time employees, all of them
were not considered.

The oontention of opponents
of the present ordinence, is that
while some employees may not
devote thelr full time to their
dumles, the fact that their jobs
wre necessary to the proper
functioning of the city machin-
ery, indioates they too are en-
titted to & proportionate in.
orease over their present salaries.
These opponents of the ordin-
ahce pointed out thiat in ite pre-
sent form it is out of proportion,
for they ofaim that some of the
full time employees affected,
will recelve a 17% increase
while others will receive a 21%
increase.
