result is nil. The net resuit to
date, has been a bwo page letter,
most of it reviewing facts al.
ready kmown, and obvious to
all and the Department {tself
has taken no action other than
writing of the letter,

It is the assumption of the
average citizen, that when such
an agency is created, it's purpose
is to become a specialist in that
purticular line, and to solve the
situation, and right apparent
wrongs, that develop. The tax
payer has the opinion that is
what he is paying his money for.

However, in the presemt case,
the Department of Ecohomic
Development, after spending
sonsiderable time, smply returns
a letter in which it makes but
two major points, one that the
five members of the mayor's
housing committee can stay
where they are, so fer as the
state Is concerned, and eWSFyine
must ‘rely for remedial action on
their own sense of propriety
under bth ciroumstanses”.

The concluding paragraph of
the report, it would seem is an
attempt by the state housing
suthorities to ‘beg out”, when it
declares, "So long as there exists
s single case of a Wonld War
II veteran of South Amboy in
distress, because of lck of hous.
ing facilities, the City must abide
by the law and see that only
eligible veterans oocupy these
units. Even this seems a weak
“lot down” of the state agency,
from responsibility, for the par-

East, he secured a painting he had
sought for some time, a port.
ralt of Mrs. Nicholas Morgan.
son of the General, noted for her
great beauty. He found the pic-
ture in the possession of Lee Mor-
gan, now residing at Marlboro,
and for many years a resident of
this city. From this same source,
he has also secured a leiter writ-
ten during the days of the Revo-
lution, concerning the exploits of
Nicholas during the war.
For a long time, Luke A. Lovely
Post of the American Legion here
had interested itself in the fate
of the Morgan burial ground, and
each year, up until last year,
when curtailment of funds made
it necessary to turn them over
to members of the Laurence
Harbor post, members of the post
have held services at the grave
every Memorial Day.
Plans are now being made by
the Legion to interest other local
ex-service men's organizatiqns, as
well as the Legion posts of Sayre-
ville, Laurence Harbor, and also
other patriotic organizations in
this section, in a plan to make the
plot a national cemectary.:
