Overpopulated
and with no hop* of raising
agrtcultuml production , beyond
half her bare needs of food:

her productive machinery
Impaired; she is s debtor nation,
straggling for existence.

It all happened so quickly, and
we can't say, "It can't happen
here". We may not be so much
In danger of a similar fate from
ths causes which brought about
this condition in England, but
we have a serious problem here.
that could well bring out an even
worse condition. Communism
w h i c h t h r s t e n s the
social, religious, political and in-
dustrial life of the nation, and
is slowly gnawing, gnawing
gnawing at the foundations, can
produce even more serious effects
than England is suffering.

Frequently comments are
heard about the lack of hesi-
tancy on the part of Bu
nations to ask for financial aid
of th* United Btates, and
comment resolves Itself to a
quarry as to whether or not the
Europeans believe that "money
grows on trees", hare in the
United States.
'While th* Europeans evidently

do think that such a condition
exists hare, it may be that we
Americans are In some measure
respoiudble for their holding such
beliefi,

For Instance, such incidents
at the Howard Hughes, and Gen-
eral Meyers investigations re-
sulting from the last war and
the mention of millions of dol-
lars being handled and the pos-
sibility of more millions being
handed out as "graft", In one
form or another, all tend to
give these Europeans, suffering
from want and privation, the
impression that money really
dees grow on trees over here, and
sine* it does, .there Is no reason
why they shouldn't have some
of i t

A. It is no longer permissible
for an employer to purchase
tools for a veteran trainee and
later receive reimbursement from
the Veterans Administration. All
purchases of tools in suoh cases

must be approved by and pro-
cessed through the VA Training
Officer. Although $100 is the
maximum authorisation, the
tools authorised are only those
absolutely needed In pursuing
the course of training.

Q. A man living in Union
County says, **Uf son is now at-
tending school udsr th* OI BUI.
For that reason, would It be
possible for as* to arrange a
home loan waster th* loan pro-
visions of th* CH BUI and as-
sume responsibility for payments
of same?

The
fact that be is going to school
under the OI BUI doe* not bar
him from applying: for a OI
loan.

Q. A reader in Warren County
inquires. "When a veteran at-
tends school at which no tuition
is charged (but he does receive
subsistence allowances), would
he be entitled to credit that pe-
riod of time to future education
which does require tuition pay-
ments?"

A. No, he i$ charged with that
time.
