Kurtz in reply, inform-
ed that while it was tmpossible to
1gate definitely, he estimiated it
would be $3.34, or an increase
of approximately 48c¢.

Continuing Kurts declared the
increases  in the budget were
caused by a number of items
which of necessity, the Council
was forced to coneider. There
was, he said, an increase of
$12,000 in the school budget this
vear, which contributes & 24
point inocrease; salaries of all
city employees were nraised to
make another incremse of 25
points. He declared that there
had been no provisions made for

the increasing of any of the ap-|°

propriations covering routine city
expenditures. Among other fact-
ors, which contributed to a boost
in the tax rate, he declared, was
