A talk ot thie pest which has
made New Jersey famous,  the

mosquito. was given at the meet-
ing of the South Amboy Rotary
Club held Tuesday noon at Geor-
gette's. by Dr. Lester Smith, of

New Jersey State Mosquito Com-
mission.

Dr. Smith revesled that New
Jersey Is not the only place where
the mosquito is s problem, and
he told how wars have Dbeen
moved to & new location in Italy.
it has been necessary to move
cattle in Russia becsuss of the

activities of moequitoes, and the
Prench were forced to abandon
their attempt to dig & inter-ocea-
nic canal in Panama, because of
the attacks of the insects. He
declared also, that during the
Spanish American War, more
deaths of American soldiers re-
sulted from disease spread by
mosquitoes, than from enemy
bullets. .

He also described the history
of the fight against the mosquito
in New Jersey, and told of me-
thods used, particularly in this
sectlon.

Because of the war, the work
of the Commission was consider-
ably hampered due to lack of
materials, and a shortage of man-
power. but he sald that now the
work is slowly approaching the
program pursued before the war.

Dexcribing the different kinds
of mosquitoes, he said only one
type, the tipien will fly inside
bulldings, and also it 1s the only
type which makes & noise while
flying. He described the various
breeding places for this type, and
