Leovard declared this section of
the ktreef at present is entirely
of gravel laid on swampy lagd,
and no provision has been made
against the effects of erosiom,
wit the result that most of the
time it iIs in such condition as to
make use of it hazardous. He re-
commended that the street be
repaired, and that it be protected
s0 as to prevent future daumsge
as the result of storm.

Another matter placed before
the Freeholders, was the removal
of the pumping station at present
located midway on Raritan
street, to a point on the esst

enhd, near its junction with the

railroad right of way. This move,
he explained would not oaly
place the statign at a point
where greater efliciency of the
sewage pumping aystem could be
obtained, but would also protect
the homes of residents of that
settion. He pointed out that a
number of complaints’ have been
made that sewage from the sta-
tion backs up in the vicinity,
