Passed First Reading
Tuesday Night

Bome relief for the present
water situation hers is seen, in
the provisions of an ordinance
passed ot first reading at the
public sssalon of she Council
on Tuesday evening, which pro-
vides for a $30,000 bond iasue,
for extension of the facilities of
the zystem.

The ordinance provides that
the money be spent for the coun-
struction or acquisition of addi-
tions, and mprovements, to in-
clude the construction of a new
well treatment plant, and water
extensions at Catherine 8Street,
and the Btate- Highway and
David Street, to Main Btreet, as
well as other improvements and
addilions.

TOe ordinance points out that
the waier aswtem of the olty
would have been self-liquidating
during the fiscal year 1947, had
there been included in the in-
terost, and all other details are
charges for the year, an amount
oqual to the inderest for onc
yeal, at the rede of four and one-
half per centum per annum on
the bOnds or notes authorized
by the ordinance, and the amount
of the first instaliment of the
serial bonds authorized by the
ordinance, to finance the ex-
tensions and improvements,

The form of bonds, rate of in-
terest, and all other detils &are
to be arranged by subsequent re-
solutions.

To provide for the temporary
{inancing of the project, the or-
dinance authorizes the issuance
of bond anticipation notes, in
the amount of $20,000. the date
of maturing of wbich, shall be
decided by the Council.

Bonds authorised by the or-
dinance, shall bear interest ai
six per-centum per,‘annum, pay-
able semi-annually. The period
of usefulness of the improvement
is estimated at forty years.
