there are matters that are not
covered and lack of provision
for them, creates «mbarraAsin«,
and sometime* serious conditions.

One such is Just now before
the city father, who have pars-
ed on first readiiiK, an ordinance
providing for a blanket in< rea.v
Of $300 for all "full tune" em
ployees of the city.

At the last council ,st«*Mon,
Mayor McKeon, and Councilman
Leonard both wanted a clarifi-
cation of the term "full time em-
ployees", but apparently there
was no one who could uwv a de
finite ruling on what was meant

The liberal interpretation ol
auoh a clau*« would be that those
to be benefited, must spend the
customary eight hours per day on
their jobs, and the job must be
regarded %, then principal means
Of earning a livelihood.

However, there have been
other arguments, advanced, and
apparently the case of each em-
ployee should be ruled on se-
parately, acordlng to the argu-
ments that have been advanced
by some. Then again, would the
term "full time", be implied to
mean thai an employee while he
or she might not spend eight
hours a day at that job. but on
the other hand had no other job,
be considered a full time city
employee?

At best, Uhe situation is em-
embarrassing, and if there is no
definite ruling forthcoming, it
would seem that the matter of
Who l» to get the raises will be
left up to whoever makes out the
payroll checks, and this person
would therefore be put in the em-
barrassing position of making de-
eisions which would be open to
criticism, regardless of how they
were made.

It seems that there is a grow-
iBf reaentment on the part of
the people of the city against
•ome conditions that they have
long been suffering from, and
those closely associated with the
eky government, will tell you
they hear more complaints than
ever before.

For Instance, there is the lo-
cal water situation. There have
been protests in this direction for
aome time, but recently they
have reached such proportion
that predictions that the matter
will be an issue in the coming
local election, seem to be not en-
