Petitions protesting against
color and Iron content of local
city water have been dispatched
to the State Board of Health, by
residents of various sections of
the city, and while the matter
was discussed briefly at the coun-
il session Tuesday night, there

was no delegation present, as
had been rumored there would
be.

Council President William
Kurtz declared he had taken the
matter up with the Board* of
Works and had been assured
that the conditions complained
of are only temporary, and he
had been told that when experi-
ments are completed. and the
new treatment plant is in full
operation. the water will be
greatly improved.

Kurtz also added, that while
a lange number of complaints
against the water have been
lodged with members o fthe
council, it is a fact not generaHy
known apparently, that the op-
eration of the water system is
under the Jurisdiction of the
Board of Public Works, "and
the Council has little or no say."

Ruben Porgotson, president of
the Works Board, was on hand
to defend the Board, and he pre-
sented a report which was the
result of tests made recently at
two of the wells at the plant, and
at. a tap there as well as at a
water tap on upper Main Street.
Porgotson pointed out that the
tests showed but 2 5 Iron at the
Main Street tap. which he said,
was considerably better than the
allowance made by the State
Board o<f Health.

Kurtz also brought up the
question of smoke and fume nui-
sances here. He expressed the be-
