Action of his council colle-
gues, tempered the disciplinary
action recommended by Coun-

Hess, who conducted an in-
vestigation into the Circumstan-
ces surrounding the incident, de-
clared that the firemen who sat
behind the wheel during the "Joy
ride" was not an authorized
driver of the company. He point-
ed out that such actions might
have a serious effect on local fire
rates, and that considerable
damage to equipment might be
done. He added however, that
his iavestigation had failed to
reveal any damage to the equip-
ment in this case.

Labeling the incident a "seri-
ous violation of the law and fire
regulations", he declared the two
men. Bernard Machiel and Walt-
er Kelly, had been fined their

yearly salary of 126 each by the
Enterprise Hook and Ladder Co,
but action on the matter by the
council was expected.

Hess recommended that
two be extwlled from the fire de-
partment, but Councilman Chest-
er Meinner expressing the belief
that the action recommended
was too severe, offered an am
mencknent that the punishment
be changed to a suspension from
active service for one year. The
Fourth Ward Councilman said
since this was the first offense
of this nature, expulsion was not

warranted, but he recommended
this action If a similar condition
arose in the future.
