With the passiug of Charles
Safran, at the South Amboy Me-
morial Hospital, which he helped
found and which he aided #a
materially for sp mAaDY VeArls,
South Amboyans lost & friendly
adviser, and helper, and one of
the strongest boosters for our
city, who ever lived within its
confines.

Mr. Safran was as tireless a
worker for the future and growth
of South Amboy as hé was for
the department store of H. Wollt
and Company, with which he
was associated for many Yyears,
Many of the progressive steps
made by South Amboy during
his residence here, were cithot
directly due to his initiative, or
were brought to success lsrgely
throogh My effore:

Mr. Safran was not ohiy v!t.nuy
interested in South Amboy, but
in individusl Bouth Amboyans
as well. He was gifted with & fa-
culty of getting to the bottom of
the other person’s problems and
areiving at the solution for them
without, arousing the least sus-
picion in the mind of the other
person -what his intentions were.
Many instances of Mr, Safran’s
help to those in distress are
known, but he devoted ss much
energy in- keeping thet' undis-
covered if possible as he did in
alleviating other people’s prob-
lems whh the resmiit that many
of his acte of kindneas will never
be known, even by .the recipients,
It was this deep coboern about
the problem of otheraL and the
real desire to render aid with-
out the hope of reward or credit
" for 80 doing, that was one of the
factors responsible for the large
circle of friends he enjoyed.

Mr. Bafran was greatly re-
spected for his religious sincer-
ity. He was deeply interested in
his own religion an¢ lived ac-
cording to its principles, and
worked constantly for its ad-
vancement, but at the same time
he also had that quality 30 mach
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needed in the United States to-

day, tolerance of other religions,
and he was never found wanting
in alding them, or in paying re-
mpect -to them.

Mr, Safran was also a charter
member of the South  Amboy

Club, and was one of the
founders, and an active member
of the South Amboy Board of
Trade for a number of years.

He was also a member of St.
Stephen's Lodge No. 63. F. and A.
M. of this city, Perth Amboy
Lodge of Elks, S8hriners. and Perth
4mboy Lodge of Odd Mellows.

During the late war, Mr. Saf-
ran was active in the local Civil-
ian Defense Organisation. A
metmber of the Defense Council,

he was in charge of supplies.

Untll his retirement from busi-
ness, he was for many years
identfied with the firm of H
Woiff and Company, founded
by the late Henry Wolff in 1898.
At first he assisted Mr. Wolff,
his father-indaw, in the man-
agement of the firm, and upon
the death of the latter, aperated
the firm himsel, until he retired
in 1935.

Mr. Safran was also associat-
ed with Mr. Wolff, in large scale
real estate operations, not only

re-lin this city, but in Woodbridge,

Sayreville, Bay View Manor,
Fords, SBouth River, and in other
parts of the Middlesex County.

He was born in Germany, and
came to this country, when aix
years of age, and  settled in
South Amboy.

Mr. Bal{ran was the husband
of the late Rachel Wolil Safran,
and his local reskdence was at
224 North Felius Btreet.

8urviving are two sons, Ira of
Perth Amboy, and Melvin of thia
city; a sister, Mrs. Leopold Cohn,
of Bridgeport, Conn., and two
gramnichildren Busan and Henry,
both of Perth Amboy.

The city water may be red,
but large amount of it being
used, is keeping the accounts
out of the red, it was indicated
this week.

The monthly usage report
compiled by  Superintendent
Nagle of the Board of Public
Works, indicates that during the
month of July, water furnished
by the plant, exceeded in quan-
tity the amount for any single
month {n it's history, even dur-
ing the war yers, when the de-
mand jumped far above that
previous.

Last month, the plant furnished
80 million gaMons of water, the
best previous figures being for
the months of March and May
of this year, when the monthiy
usage was 4 million gallons.

Hoffman Is No
Court Is Told

Club Member Claims -
Election Held At
Wrong Time

Around the Dexter Pellows
Tent, of the Circus Saints and
Sinners Chb in New York City,
South Amboy's former Covernor
Hoffmen, is considered “quite a
card,” and one of ths organism-
tion’s most valuable members.

That is, he is by aimost every-
one, but it seems now, there is
one membear who would like to
see the ex-governor, acquire an-
other title as an ex-member of
the club.

‘Wednesday, Hoffman's mem-
bership in the organisation was
challenged before Supreme Court
Justice Cortland A. Johnson In
Queens, by Otto Esselborn of
32-34 Beventy-seventh Btreet,
Jackson Heights. '

It seemns Otto charged that
the election which admitted
Harold, his fellow club-member
to the group, was not conducted
according to the by-laws of the
organization, which provide that
dlections must be held on the
first Monday in June. Someone
may have Jooked at the calendar
wrorg, for according to Otto, Har-
old was elected on June 9, which
sccording to all calendars Otto
has consulted, was the second
Monday.

However, Hoffman, and several
other members, the action seeks
to oust, submitted afTidavits that
the election was held according
to the by-laws. They furthaer
made bthe face redenning charge
that Esselborn was a member of
the board of directors, and at-
tended a meeting at which the
members voted to delay the elec-
tion, because the organization was
unable to obtain its usual meet-
ing room at the Waldorf-Astorla
Hotel. Esgselborn was not re-
nominated to the board this year.

Evidently beliewing that Essel-
born might recall attending the
meeting at which the ohange in
the date of election took place,
or that Hoffman's diplomacy
might sectle the matter without
the court ruling, Justice Johnson
reserved decision.
