One of the serious effects of
such a practice was witnessed
here recently, wtitn a fir* en-
gine dashed up one of our side
streets, with a long string of
automobiles following- One of
the city's outstanding veteran
fire fighters rushed from his
heme and into his car to get to
the; fire and render assistance,
but he was unable to mov« it
from the curb for some time,
simply because of the number of
lire engine chasers'who dashed
up tile street; and prevented his
mcvlng hit car.

Th« CtBtOStty of ths t in en-
gine chaser* kept the veteran
fireman from "trwH^nf assist-
ance in the saving of property,
and possibly lives, during a cm-
era! period.
