TRENTON.—Preliminary esti-
mates place New Jersey'' popu-
laton at 4.830,040 OQ April 1.
1950. This represents a 16 pec-
cent Increase in population over
the past decade and Is slightly
greater than the 14 per cent In-
crease observed for the nation ai
a whole during the same period.

Significance of tAe state fig-
ures is discussed in an article
appearing in the current issue of
Review of New Jersey Business,
a quarterly publication prepared
cooperatively by the State De-
partment of Conservation and
Economic Development said the
Bureau of Economic and Busl-
n-ss Research at Rutgers Univer-
sity.
