Coast Guard Admits Pressure
Applied to Lift Explosives Ban Here

Developments in the hearing
by the >Con«ress>:nal committee
investigating the May lfth ex-
plosion at tbe Pennsylvania Rail-
road docks Jwre, this weak re-
vealed, when hearing waa re-
sumed, that contrary to the
present attitude, everyone want-
ed to "let into the act." when
he explosives, which caused thw

loss of many jives," and billions
ai tyrnajg wonn or property
lamage, was ready to be shipped
to the steamship "Flying Clipper"
waiting to receive it.
Angles never previously brought

to light were discovered when
Rear Admiral Roy L. Raney of
the Coast Ouard was called tx>
the stand and questioned by
John J. Rafferty, counsel JDcr the
sub-oommittee and membart of
the committee themselves.

The testimony generally, re-
solved about the fact that whlla
JH Coast Guard had issued an
wder on May 8th that no more
explosives were to be shipped
vrom the local port special per-
jaission was given fcr $he ship-
ment of the fatal cargo on May
lfth.

Under questioning Admiral
Raney revealed that no sooner
had the Coast Guard announced
iie ban on May Ith. than it was
jombarded ^ t h protests from
Jie steamship line, the explosives
manufacturers, the Pennsylvania
ftailrad, which claimed the ban
would cost It considerable addi-
ticnal money to handle the ship-
ment, and the New York Cham-
oar of Oommenee. The railroad
declared it would lose consider-
ably if this ban was continued.

Admiral Rsney told the com-
mittee, the order to dote the
port here to the shipment of
wptosives, came after it had
reaohed a decision that "South
Amboy was not a suitable facil-
ity," lor such work. He added
that the protests received.

declared that not to ship the
shipment from the local facility.
would m addition to causing
greater expense to those who
were financially Interested in it,
would h a w a detriment*! effect
on the nation's "Goad Neighbor"
policy. All those ooocaraed fi-
nancially with the shipment,
knew about the ban and worked
vigorously to have H lifted, and
later, all the concerned were no-
tified that the shipment would
be cleacee taaougft Ikes efty. TMs
cargo, according to Admiral
Raney, was to be the last ever
to be shipped from the local
raikoad docks.

The question of the authority
which the Coast Ouard was in-
vested with witfe regard to the
shipment, came up for a long
discussion and questioning and
and it was finally developed that
the Coast Guard had Jurisdiction
over the shipment, only after it
had been transferred from he
railroad cars to the lighters. It
was also revealed that there was
i question whether or not th«
Coast Ouard had the authority
to issue permission for the han-
dling of the explosives shipment
locally.

It was then charged by Raf-
ferty that the teattmony which
had been given revealed that all
parties concerned started the
shipment on Its way wtth the
knowledge that the local port
had been closed by order of the
Coast Ouard.

It was also brought out that
all parties knew that the artifi-
cial island, located on the Dela-
ware River in the vicinity of
Philadelphia was aveilbale for
the handling of this shipment
and that the military authorities
knew of no gr«M rail difficul-
ties that would be encountered
in moving it to that point. How-
