TO illustrate the rapid growth
of the tcderel civilian payroll
further, the Committee ocotmst-
ed the present figure of better
than tmo and a haK million,
with the World War n peak of
UM.000. and the 900,000 civil-
ian employees \a 1M1.

Baal* of Object's ob-
jections was hi* contention that
the tund* had beeen spent with-
out any appropriation* to ©over
them having been made at the
time, and the contention that in
the case of the work on the fire
houses, the cost exceeded $1,000
fixed by the statutes under
which it t* penmsslxe to have
work performed without
Using Ur 1>ids. With retard to
th? overexpendttures, Olsen o/jot-
ed the tew, and pointed out that
it provides that any reeponemie
official causing an expandkurt
in the abssnee of an appropria-
tion, it subject to a 160.00 pen-
alty for each violation.

The work covered by the eight
voucher* ctiwrget to the H6000
emergency beach repair appro-
priation was all ordered by
fourth Ward Councilman Ches-
ter Meinzer, Olsen charged, and
he declared It was performed
before the appropriation was
approved by the Council, and
the total of the voucher* is
more than the amount ot the
appropriation .thus causing an
cverexpendlture.

Olsen charged another over-
expenditure was created by the
issuing of a voucher lor IM0.00,
payable to local contractor Mor-
gan Uambertaon, and charged to
the $90,700.00 emergency ap-
propriation.
