Recent Court
Decision Important
To Motorists

Wanton Negligence
Charged If Driver
Has "Blackout" Malady

A decMion of fax-reachln* im-
portance to motorist* was hand-
ed down recently by the Superi-
or Court of Now Jersey.

The Court, sustaining a lower
court'a conviction of a <Meod-
mnt in a fatal highway accident,
decided that a person who drives
hit automobile alone while
knowingly suffering from a mal-
ady which may recur at any
time and cause a Hidden "bUck-
ouV' or unconsciousness u gulky
of wliul or wanton negligence
and La criminally liable u he
is Involved in an accident wh.le
in that condition.

In hit appeal In this cue, re-
ported at length In the Key-
Motorist, official publication o.
the Keystone Automobile CIUJ,

the defendant contended thai
there was no proof of gross ne-
gligence on hia part since he
had had no recurrence of "olack-
m« out" slnoe 1M0 and that
there waa no reason why hi
should not have undertaken to
drive on the day in question.

The Court disagreed with this
since the defendant had been
warned not to drtve akras and
he had knowledge that he ml**ht
at any tkne suddenly, without
warning, lose oonaclousneaa or
suffer a diaay spell, and this
consltuted an act of wantonness
and of disregard of the right or
safety of others.

The Superior Court aaid:
"It Is a principle of law well

established that aa Automobile
is not Inherently a dangerous ln-
atnisnenteMllty. It U not the
ferocity of automobiles that la
to be feared, but the ferocity of
those wiu> drive them. Until
human agency intervenes, they
are usually harmleea . . . It U
an instrumentality that la po-
tentially dangerous when under
control of a careless, reckless or
incompetent driver."
