Farm Price System

OUT of tne President's state of
(h* union me sage, a aide from

iis proposals to insure our defense,
security and peace, the most impor-
tant recommendation for ural Amer-
ica was his urgent demand for
strengthening our 'tjrstem of farm
price supports to prevent farmers
from being penalised for all-out pro*
Auction of essential crops.

On this President Truman said:
"Another thing the congress should
do M this session la to strengthen
our system of larra price supports
to meet the defense emergency. The
sliding scale in tbe price fsupport
law should not be allowed to penal*
lie farmers for increasing produc-
tion to meet defense needs. We
should also find a new and lets cost-
ly method tor supportini perishable
commodities than the law now pro-
vides."

The President further declared.
"I think that most farmers under-
stand that soO conservation and
rural electrification and agricultural
research arc not frills er luxuries.
hut real MeeealtJes in order to boost
our farm production."

The President listed these factors
amomg the things we cannot ignore-
as vital to our national strength If
we are to, win the fight for peace
and he may have put his finger on
the hottest "potato" which will
come before this session of the con-
gress. For with OPS clamping ceil-
ing prices on potatoes, and with
parit| on feed grains bring dr»v<-n
down by the new moving table of
10-year averages, the big farm or-

This act assured
farmers a specific percentage of
parity support oa commodities for
which large production Increases
were asked, without whkh fanners
might be tempted to shift to more
profitable crops. This would mean
that feed grains and oottoo would
suffer. #

Aa H has worked out, the present
Aiken law has driven parity prices
downward in this manner: Every
time a farmer raises a bumper
crop, resulting in driving the price
down in the 10-year period of mov-
able averages, that new low price
drives the parity down, so that at
the end of the 10 years, the farmer
has a new all-time low parity price
as a penalty for his hard work in
raising increased crops.

Already, as ef November IS.
the wheat price parity, nnder
the Alkaa law, wool* »e lft.ll.
There la a saving elaese, called
a transitional percentages which
permits only a S par ceat drop
a year, bat even under this op-
eration, most all parity prices
with the excepttea of livestock
and soy beaaa weald have a*w
parity lows.

OPA recently set ceumgs. on whtte
