You'll
need only the fragrant bluing that
comes in bead form and is deter-
gent-baaed. The United States De-
partment of Agriculture clothing
specialists say that audaing before
wearing insures & closer, neater fit
the first time the stockings are
worn. In addition, this first suds-
ing removes the finish applied dur-
ing manufacture and helps stock-
ings wear longer.

For complete color protection,
mak* this bluing, wash a roatm*
stop after every wearing. Pat
abdut a quarter cup of bead blatag
fat a washbowl of warm water.
Sojieese the aky-blo* suds through
and through the stockings. . . rinse
twieo and hang by the toes to dry/
Too can help prevent many anaga
and runs by removing your rings,
and filing rough nails before laun-
dering.

One thing is. apparent In the
hundreds of garden soils we have

lined and that is the general
deficiency of orgmnfc matter.
There was a time whne all fauns
and gardens had ail the fertiliser
required la the form of manure.
However, today, we can overlook,
In small areas, any fertilise* con-
tent m organic matter we add,
and use It mainly to Improve
physical conditions.

In heavy soils, it helps in
drainage and in preventing the
sou from baking in hot, dry

•

weather. It heaps to retain motf-
ture, and thus is especially btne-
lioai in sandy aoila.

Organic matter also helps to
hold fertiliser against teaching.
It supplies food for bacteria and
other soil organism that make
iome fertiliser available to the
p-antfi.

So, add organic matter before
d.gging. The best form, perhaps.
.6 well-ratted stable manure, and
those who know prefer horse ma-
nure because it usually contains
more straw. This on decay yield.-
iibrou* humui.

O«rden compost and leaf mold
•re also good. You can buy peat
moai or cultivated* peats, but thees
run ^nto money.

If you know where there la »
pile of old sawdust* you can uite
this. But if you do, you will have
to use a little more fertiliser.

Spread the organic matter,
the first application of fertUizer.
the amount of lime you may need
and then) dig It under 10 to 12
Inches deep, and mix well. U*e
fertiliser at the rate of 2ft to 3
pounds of 5-10-5 or similar mix-
ture to 100 square feet.

Do not dig when the soil is
wet, as thU will puddle it. A
good teat ig to turn over a fork
full or a spade full and hit It
a whack. If it breaks apart readi-
ly, it is in fit condition to dig
