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A recent news dispatch from
Dallas reported that an SO year
old Texan who was brought to
his doctor's office suffering from
a heart attack pleaded wHh the
physician, "Doc, just keep me
alive until after the next elec-
tion."

If every cltlsen of this nation
would echo only part of the
civic sentisaem sKprssssd by this
octogenarian, we could point
•with teunlne pride to mass par-
ticipation to our form of govern-
ment.

But the staggering fact is
that approximately half the vot-
ing population of the nation ac-
tually caret enough about the
government and the duties of
citisensnlp to spend )u*t one
hour of the whole year to vote.
The census bureau estimates
that close to M.000.000 adults
were eligible to vote in the 1948
presidential election, yet only
M.836,579, about half cast bal-
lot*.

It seems almost Incredible
that a democratic government
can suivlve with such a narrow
base of public support.

la New Jersey, the voting
turnout was only slightly better
in 1948. Of 3,279.000 persons
over 21 years of age. living in
the state, only 1,949,665 went to
the polls. In other words, more
than 1,300,000 of our neighbors
failed to vote. They and others,
lifct them who stayed away from
the (balloting places helped to
brand this nation as being only
half-hearted about civic affairs
and half-hearted about the con
duct of government. They also
helped maintain the belief held
In many foreign nations that we
in America preach democracy
abroad but don't practice it at
home.

We urge you to vote Tuesday.
We ask you to go to the polls.
April 15. We believe that this
primary and others throughout
the nation present us with an
opportunity to show the world
that there is still Strength and
vitality in democracy, our
unique form of government.

Nearly half of America's 3,
500.000 service men and women
"will be denied either the right
or reasonable means of voting,
"in the presidential election un
der existing state laws and reg-
ulations, according to National
Commander, Donald -E. Wilson
of the American Legion. In a
personal letter to the Legion
department commander of each
of the 48 states, calling atten-
tion to this "spelling travesty
