With September coming up, fi»h-
ing in general will improve after the
hot summer days. You'll find that
black bass, northern pike, walleyes,
and other specie* become livelier,
roam about more, and wilt talut
greater interest in both live baits
and artificial luxes.

Musky fishing gats better ss the
water temperature lowers, and tbe
same is true of baas. Autmna an-
gltttf has much sport and soanr
thrills in store for you wbaa trading,
bait casting, or still fishtag, Sosae o?
the beat catches of the year a n mad*
at this time.

If you're a bass fisherman let me
give you a bint for days spent at
mountain lakas. When the water be-
comes chilled after a froety night,
the baas stay in fairly aballow reaches
near the aboras for longer periods
during the morning ana late after-
noon. This lets you troll and eaat
over a wider area with more fra-
quent results, for yon are covering
fewer "dead" spot* than t* the case
when the fish are deep.

Take your 9 foot, 6 ounce Ranger
tubular glass fly rod, fit h with a
large sinjde action or automatic fly
reel filleTwkh 50 yard* of aise E
level flite nylon fly lias, add a 6 foot
level nylon leader having a: snap
swivel at thv end, and attach a long
two-hook streamer fly or Rangley
Minnow. Troll tais~~«utfit with no
more than a single light pinch-on
sinker.

Let me say that you'll have som*
fast action with lungry bass lurking
along th* reeky aborss. Aad if there
are aay psofcstti, pika. fallftah, or

walltyea at hand, they'll latch on to
your lur* alao.
