SS Andrea Doria, Italian Line's Recently Completed 25-Knot, 30,000-Ton Flagship,
Shown Above on Her Trial Run Off Italian Riviera

f l.i^sti ip, the 1250-passenger,
thiee-class SS Andrea Doha, has
completed sta trials and is pre-
paring fur her maiden transatlan-
tic voyage in January.
. Named for the admiral who
liberated*G«noa in the XVI Cen-
tury, the vessel sails from Genoa
January 14 for New York with
a distinguished list of passengers.'
Calls enroute will be made at
Naples, Cannes on the French
Riviera, and Gibraltar. Upon ar-
rival at New York January S3,
the vessel will receive the har-
bor's traditional noisy and color-
ful welcome.

Colombia; Cristo-
bal, Canal Zone; Kingston, Ja-
maica, and Havana, Cuba.

The finest vessel constructed
postwar in Italy at the 100-year-
old Ansaldo Shipyard at Sestri-
Genoa, the Andrea Doria re-
establishes the tradition, of luxury
service set by its famous predeces-
sors, the Atlantic Blue Ribbon
winner. Rex, and the Conte di
Savoia.

The 31 public rooms and all
passenger and crew quarters are
air-conditioned. There are three
spacious lido decks with tile swim-
ming pools, one for each of the
three passenger classes.
