The removal of
these will dot reduce, t<Tafiy
eictent, the flowering effect of
the shrub.

if you take out, dose to the
ground. • few of the oldest
trunks you will open the top
and make ft possible for the
shrub to make new vigorous
growth, especially from bate to
produce a renewal of the top.

This type of pruning applies
also to fonythta, though I will
grant that it takes more courage
to prune this plant than v any
other. However, it U the* best
method to use. The saving grace
is tWat any wood you take out
can be very quickly forced Into
bloom after the turn of the
year.
