Mayor Olsen does not approve
of the attitude of the Diate
Board of Education with regard
to the providing of additinasl
school f{aejlities here, he revealed
last night, when he was the
guest apeaker at the annual
Father's Night meeting of the
South Amboy Parent Teacher
Assoclation.

Calling the achool situation,
“the most important proYism
facing the city at this time”, he
said there is a serious question
whether budgets for the next
flacal year can be flnanced, with-
out an attendant incresse iIn
taxes.

He recalled that the Board of
Education had called in an ar-
chitect to draw plans and fur-
nish estimates for the modernis-

atlon of the present Jolm Btiee:

School building, dy the addiiion
of an extension and found it
would cost in all, $780,000.00,
and it was agreed that {t was
imposaible to saddle this great
expense on the taxpayers.

~ With this being the sltuation,

he said, it was felt that the
construotion of & sepamat:
achool building would be more
economical, and the local group
was Informed by the Stase
Board of Education that if a
new bullding were constructed,
it would not be necessary ‘o
make any changes in the present
Hoffuan High 8chool bujlding.
