Trees on a lawn* often bring
about an unsightly condition,
especially If Noiw&y Maple and
trees of similar nature are used
Such shallow rooted tree* rot
the topeoU of moisture and nut-
rients. Their shade may be so
dense that It practically cut; or:
sunlight.

These factors make it very
difficult for even the most toler-
ant grasses to grow, 90 some
substitute must be used.

Some shade may toe dealrabk
but to use the standard nee.,
means eventually too much
shade, as they will continue to
Increase in size. A better selec-
tion of trees at the planting
time saves trouble later.

In the existing condition, th<5
first step would be to try to let
more sunlight through. This can
sometimes be done by removing
the lower branches so sunlight
can get under. A better way i-
to ttun ths top judiotouaiy by
removing some of ttos tsfge up-
per branches. In this way shack
is maintained and more Ugh.
niters through.

Prepare the soil for a grounu
cover by digging it as deep a.
possible, removing small roots.
Then mix In the soil liberal
quantities of well rotted stable
manure, garden compost, peat
moss, sedge peat, or humus. If
peat moss or otner acid fo:m U
used, add a liberal * dressing o.
limestone. Complete oommercia
fertilizer, such as 5-10-6, 4-12-4
or similar analysis, should b
used at the rate of 2% pound?
to 100 square feet. Mix th'y al!
thoroughly.

Qround cover plants common-
ly used are English Ivy, peri-
winkle or myrle anfcd Japanese
spurge (Pachysandra), all ever-
green.

English Ivy and periwinkle are
seldom troubled by pests. Pach-
'sandra may become Infested

euonymus scale, so If bit-
it or any euonymus v

growing neart>y. it might save
trouble later to use one of the
other plants.

English ivy may cJkab up into
the tree after It becomes well
established and may Injure
smaller ones If It grows to the
point where It can smother the
tree leaves.

After the ground cover be-
come* well established It c*n be
trimmed.
