Wesley Davidson, director of
orchid research at Rutgers Uni-
versity's College of Agriculture.
who claims orchids are fast be
coming accessible to any woma
who wants them.

Dr. Davidson feels New J<
sey's nation-leading - orcti
growers, who last year marketed
their crop around the world for
*>me $8,500,000 or roughly one-
third of the dollar sale* rung up
by all American orohkr growers.
wlU continue to Increase their
orchid production. In fact, he
wea the day when orchid plants
will be common home ornam-
ents and fjjowfen for a date, will
as often ag not be orofhidf.

Wliat Is placing that* onetime
showpieces of the very wealthy
within reach of Just about every'
one's budget?

Competition and. science, says
Dr. Davidson. He explained that
Jersey orchidmen have been
feeling the pinch of competition
more and more in recent years,.

Out of that Initial mi
came a 1945 study of
nutrition and proof that fertili-
zation is essential to good orchid
growth. Dr. Davidson said that
there was doubt at that time
whether fertiliMr was even nec-
essary. Many growers eonstder-
eq the air a sufficient supplier
of nutrition. Re said that Idea
came from Sngland where orchid
growers and collectors first
flourished in the last century.

It was alao determined that
osmunda peat, the conventional
orchid potting medium, furnish-
ed inadequate amounts of nutri-
ents for the many rapid-growing
varieties. Rutgers scientists deve-
loped a liquid fertiliser that does
the Job.

Other Rutgers developments
calculated to Increase the New
Jersey orchid crop are a shading
cloth, designed in cooperation
w'th Johnson and Joheon of this
clfcv. «rjd relatively cheat), h'gh-
orniwur« sprays far. humid4 tying
<tnd cooling greenhouses.

Dr. Davidson said one of the
biggest problems facing Ruteers
orchid rp«earch«a is atmosp-
heric nollution that oauses ab-
normal flower development. He

said experiments In this field
indicate an early solution to the
problem.

By way of describing the com-
plexity of his project, Dr. David-
son said there are hundreds of
varieties of orchids and thai the
Rutgers collection, now only
eight years* old, has bur-zeoned
into the greenhouses and rates

the largest university oollec-
untry. And econ-

oniy-wise, the oratta toop ha«
moved into thM place in the
state in dollar sales among
plants and flowero, out-ranked
only by roses aad potted plants.

John sV jAger, ton of John E.
Lager, who ' established one of
the first firms In AmerlcA, is
stiU doing busJaeui M the same
old "stand" In Summit.

The Thsmao Young Orchards
in nearby Bound Brook, founded
in 1907 as Thomas Young Nur-
series, Is the biggest orchid range
in the -world.

then added gardenias and anal-
ly orcWds. Then he abandoned
his roses and gardenias to con-
centrate on the orchids.

Just what is the future of the
orchid business?
