Council Alters
et After

Public Hearing
Parents Attending Urge
Action For New School

The principal concern expres-
sed at the budget hearing neld
by the Council Tuesday right,
was qyer the amount appropri-
ated for the erection of a new
public school, and there was a
large attendance of pjuonU,
with att the comments concerned
with the allocation of funds for
this purpose.

The net result of the discus-
sion on the part of the pa.ents
and the Council, was the boqst-
tng of the appropriation for hie
new school by $20,000.

Warren Kurtz, when he ad-
dressed the meeting, said it was
acknowledged there la a great
need for a new school, and he
said that upon examining the
budget, he could find no appro-
priation for the fundamental
work necessary for a new school,
and he wanted to know if the
Council was officially giving the
allocation of fund* for the put.
pose consideration, and he was
assured it WAS by it* President,
William O'Leary.

Councilman Charmello. who
voiced disapproval of this part
of the budget as originally set
up, said that at least $20000
was needed as a down payment
for the school, and It was im-
possible to build one with the
amount set aside for this pur
pose in the budget as it stood at
that time. The coat of ttw new
school hat been roughly esura.
ated at $620,000.

Councilman James Vande-vee:,
when he diacussed the subject,
said he had doubts that the
people of South Amboy would
go for the expense of a new
school, since the public school
system yearly graduates onlv be-
tween 20 and 25 students, and
he said it was his opinion thai
a seven class room school, with
gymnasium, could be erected for
$375,000.

Councilman Wlantewsfcl said
that when he had inquired of the
Board of Education about a year
ago, what the coat of a new
school would be was told it
would be from 1)6.000 to 40,000
for an eight room school, but
O'Leary pointed out that these
figures were of little value at
present because of rapidly rising
building coits.

Fr«d L. Reese, • school teach-
er, and parent of children at-
tending the local schools, was
probably the keynote speaker

He is also studying a plaa foi
the renumbering of existing
alarm boxes, so Out the numbers
will run consecutively in vari-
ous sections of the city, instead
of" the system in use at prenflot,
where on* number may be In
one section of the city, and the
next number on the other end
This*/he said, would be of great
benefit to flremen and residents
alike, and would make it possible
to more quickly determine the
location of a fire.

Good Neighbors At Rutgers

NEW BRUNSWICK Thr
Spanish language is gettim; a
real workout these days at Rut
gea University.

At the request of the Oft ice of
International Affairs of the U.S.
Labor Department, the Rut?era
nstitute of Management and

Labor Relations early this month
a rapid survey of faculty

lingual abilities at the State Un-
iversity and turned up some
surprisingly pleasant results.

It found in its own Institute
nd in the departments of his-

tory, political science and econ-
as many Spanlsh-speak-

profeasors as you wou'.d ex-
pect to find in the Romance
Language Department.

And now those versatile pro-
sfors are providing, In Soanish,

a t'riea of two-week orientation
no rams for four different
/em is of Latin American labor
leaders, preparatory to 10-weeJc
nsp?ctlon tours of North Ameri-

can Industry the groups nre to
make this spring and summer.

Groups from Chile and Peru
have already passed through the
Rutjers campus—convinced by
the time of leaving that aH
Americans must speak Spanish
—and a Bolivian team will w'nd
up its stay here tomorrow. The
final group', from Uruguay, will
m-ive next week.

Of -course, some of the Rutgers
people who have come into con-
act with the visitors, were re-

quired to .dust off high school
and college Spanish texts before
doing so, but most of the faculty
members and guest lecturers
selected to teach in the program
were right at home In Spanish.

Take for instance Dr. Rab*rt
Alexander, who specializes at
Rutgers in Latin American econ-

omics, and who is teaching the
funrlariR'ntiiLs of the Amerk'an
economy to the visiting Latin
Americans. Just back from ,T
stCWy of the Guatemala situa-
tion, this economist earned his
Ph. D. In first hand studies of
Latin American labor relations:
was member of the 1951 ECA
commission to Spain to survey
her economic problems, and an-
nually visits various South Am-
erican countries to study econ*
omlc progress.

Dr. Alexander is jubilant over
the opportunity to lecture on
economics and labor relations
before the Latin Americans. Not
only Is he eager to expla'n to
these Influential labor leaders
what the United States Is doing,
but he Is equally happy at the
prospect of bringing up to th*
minute his own Information on
how they are meeting their econ-
omic problems.

Instructing the Latin Atoerl-
cans on the American political
set-up is Dr. Charles Cumber-
land, who has spoken Spanish
since his early childhood, when
he lived in South Texas. His first
lob was teaching In a high
school at Eagle Pats on the Rio
Grande, where he used Spanish
In his lectures. Then Processor.

Cumberland did his research for
his doctorate in Mexico City,
where the Mexicans took special
oains to help him improve his
second tongue. A specialist in
Latin American history at Rut-
gers, he is an ardent advocate of
at least trying to speak the ton-
gue of one's visitors. "To do
less," he says, "is impolite."

.He, too, is grateful for the un«
usual opportunity to oorduot
history and political science
clatws In Spanish.

"Tie Latin American classes
give me a chance to sharpen up
a linguLstlo ability which was
fast falling into disrepair, but
more important, they give me
an opportunity to find out from
some very capable labor leaden,
who are keenly aware of their
own problems, what Is going on
in their part of the world."

Among the faoulty . members
and guest lecturers, who aro' pol-
ishing up their Spanish for the
visitors are Dean Bmest E. Mc-
Mahon of the evenings divisions,
who is the official host to the
Latin Americans; Dr. Jack
Chemlck, wage expect; Harry
Stark, acting chalnnan of the
Labor Program of the Institute.
which is responsible for the
orientation program; James
Watson, executive director of
the NUational Civil Service Lea-
gue, who discusses national labor
legislation; and Allan Wetnsen-
feld, secretary of the New Jersey
State Mediation Board, who U
explaining to the Latin Ameri-
cans U. s. arbitration and medi-
ation methods.

The objective of these visits
to the United States by the
Latin American teams under the
Point IV Technical Co-opeiatlon
Project U to acquaint them with
labor-management (relations in
tbe UJS. and to provide them
with an opportunity to see the
role of the worker and unions
here. Their tours will also Include
oonfexenoes with CIO, AIL, and
independent labor unions at the
nwtlQoal and loom! level and
meetings wltii managements
across the country.
