Miss Coffee Break

By Science

The discovery of a "new" dis-
sp represents an advance for

medical science. It means that,
after long study and research.
tho symptoms and physical
changes of the body have been
identified and the causes of the
illness have been traced. This un-
derstanding sometimes results in
new and improved treatment for
what might have been an other-
wise fatal illness.

One medical mystery, now
called pancreatic ftbrosis, was
treated for many years as a com*
bination of pneumonia and an in*
testinal disease causing malnutri*
tion. Finally, in 1938, Dr. Dorothy
H. Andersen of Columbia Univer*
sity put together the symptoms
and effects and "discovered" pan-
creatic flbr6si«. Affecting one out
of 600 infants, the disease pro-
duces a double attack. A htavy
mucous liquid forms in tha lungs
causing a severe cough and* ham-
pered breathing. This condition

also results in frequent infections,
such as pneumonia and bronchitis.

The second set of symptoms af«
fects the pancreas and it fails to
deliver its quota of enxymes to
the digestive system. The chil-
dren, though they eat large
amounts of food, are underweight
and suffer from malnutrition. ^

Taking the latest information
into consideration, a better means
of treatment was developed lor
the children suffering from pan-
creatic flbrosis. A aeries of tests
on 49 patients was conducted for
15 months by four doctors from
Boston. They found that the
broad-range antibiotics, such at
terramycin, were most effective,
for they not only protected the
children against the lung infec-
tions bat stimulated their growth.
With proper diet and other treat-
roent, the children gained weight
and the cough and breathing dif-
ficult Iss wert eased.
