AN ORDINANCE OP THE
CITY OP SOUTH AMBOY
PRESCRIBING AND DEFIN-
ING THE DUTIBB OP COL-
LECTOR OP TAXES, FIXING
SAID COLLECTOR'S COMPEN-
SATION. APPOINTING A COL-
LECTOR OF TAXES AND FIX-
INO THE TERM OF SAir
COLLECTOR.

Be it ordained by the Council
of the City of South Amboy
New Jersey:

Section 1. The Collector ol
