Filtration Plant

Expressed
Jtormal Dedication Was
Held Saturday Afternoon

When the formal dedication of
the filtration plant' recently in-
stalls at the water pumping
station by the Board of Public
Works at a cost of 191,000, took
place Friday, afternoon, the op-
eration of the equipment was
observed by Mayor Olsen. the
members of the Board of Public
Works and other members of
the o<T!cial family.

The chief reaaon for the in-
stallation of the equipment was
to eliminate the large content of
Iron about which there have
been many complaints. The
system is also designed to eli-
minate the odorous and corrosive
gases.

The unit consists of three
filtration tanks, each of which
has ,\ 265 gallon capacity.

Pi evident Duggan, and other
city officials, expressed satisfac-
tion with the tests, and figures
complied during the test run
showed .when water was sent
into the system from the wells,
it -contained 6.25 parts r»f Iron
per million gallons, and after
passing through the purification
system, showed only .01 Iron
content.

Dit??an said that the full ef-
fects of the filtration will not
be ivldent for about a month,
since ft will fee necessary to
elimnnte the Iron content of
pipes In the distributing system.
