“idependent, truculent” editur
of New Wock Weekly Jour-
Aal, he was thrown inte Jjall,
"charged with crimnal lbel for
airing the abuse of power by
the Pritish govermor of New
York. It was his ultimate court
viotosy in 1838, that estahlished
the ‘oundation foy freedom of
the press in the New World.
And Zenger's vindication bofore
an hostile court resulted from
the !ndstence of his counsel on
the right of the jury to inquire
into the truth or falsity of the
published statements.

It was the ocontentlon that
the press must he résponxible
a8 wail as free, that inspired the
ficst editorisd in the first issuo
of the Colony’s first mazazine,
