A photo-electric meter can sim-
plify the job—if you know how
to use it properly—but it isn't a
must You really don't need any*
thing more than the simple free
exposure table thai is packed
with every film and a little good
judgment.

Black-and-white film has tre-
mendous exposure latitude. That
means you can make some ter-
rible mistakes in judging light
and still come op with a respect-
able negative. Color film is a
little less accommodating, but it
is amaiing how wrong you can
be with it and stiil get a nice
picture.

Usually, it it-wise to err on
the Side of over-exposure when
using black-and-white film Too
dense a negative cun always be
doctored up in various waya.
But under-expoiurc is danger-
ous becauwi what didn't havu a
chance to register on th« Aim
will juat never appear in your
picture.
