der the scrutiny of cltJxen com-
^misulone in seven New Jersey

ode In Morris County and War-
ren la 6ccMnt County und the
Town of Newton in Sussex
County, Their newly-etocted
charter ooBunlsslons irill skam
lne the present form of govern
ment in the municipality, and if
a chapge seems deslreable, room-
mend one o i fihs new optional
charter forms.

This marks a new high point
of activity under New Jersey's
Option*! Municipal Charter
Laws of 1950. These statutes set
up modern plans oi government
for adoption by olttsttu of those
municipalities seeking a change.

To date tltfit New Jersey
municipalities have adopted one
of the variety of new governm-
ental forms, according to a re-
port prepared by the New Jer*
•ey Taxpayers {Association. Vin*>:

and Hoboken began opera-
ting under a mayor-council plan
of government on July l, 1951,
This year Newark selected ma-
yor-council government and
Mount Hotly and Ptraippany-
Troy Hills changed to council-
manager plan. On January 1,
RaOiway will switch to mayor-
council. This will be followed by
a change to coimcU-«Mmat«r la
Cedar Orove Township (Essex
County) on July l. Next, Burl-
ington Township in Burlington
Couuty wlU become the flrr, in
New Jersey to operate under a
small municipality plan set up
In the statutes,

The City of Bayonne will vote
at a special election on a change
to the mayor-council pWn of
government without the process
of charter ooaasnlsskm study. A
obarter ootmnlsaton In 1953 re-
oomm»no>d - that - th* Hudson
municipality retain Ks present
fonn of government and there-
fore the Question never went
before the citiaens.

Charter commissions have re-
commended retention of the ex-
isting form of government in
three other municipalities since
1662. Proposals for ohangd have
been turned down by the voters
in seven munlolpiutfcs where
charter commuKioni made stud-
ies and in five municipalities
where the direct petition method
was used, acordlng to the Tax-
payers' Association report.
