Here By PRR

Sister Ship Will Enter
Service Next Year

A lsrge number of peopls on
Tuesday inspected the new all-
stoel dlesel-electric tug ‘““Philad-
elpnla”, at Pler One, North
River, under joint auapices o
the rallroad and the Cleveland
Disse]l Engine Division of the
CGeneral Motors  Corporation,
bullders of the veasel's propulsion
oquipment.

The tug, which has just been
dellvered by its builders The
R T. C. 8hipbyllding Cap., of
Camden, N. J. will be used in
the Pennsylvania Railrosd's coal
barge towing service between
this city and other pmints in
New York Harbor. 8he is one of
two joentical tugs whichk have
been bullt for the reilrosd, the
other being the “Chicago”, ex-
pecied to enter aervice eally next
yoar.

“Piilladelphin” 8 110 fect long,
37 feet beam, has a draf* of 18
