With the announcerient of pro-
posed changes in service by
the Marathon Bus Company to
be effective Jan. 15, and the
request by the Public Service
Coordinated Transport Co. to
have a 090-day trial to use
city streets to terminate their
tun hete, the city coun ‘il wok
steps to safeguard the aterest
of the people concem _

In a letter to the *®ouncil,
Marathon's changes are to eli-
minate Sunday service on
Broadway, between John and
Main Sts.; on Main Street, bet-
ween Broadway and Stevens
Ave., and on Bordentown Ave.
above Pine Ave. Councilman
Charmello was first to take up
the issue, stating that *'people
in the 4th Ward need bus ser-
vice ta get to chutch on Sun-

day, and I hope the council
inl' take some sction to pre-

1 vent such a change.”’

Mayor ('l esry was quick to
voice his opinion on the matter,
as being ‘‘opposed w any
change in the bus service on
Sunday, as the people in that

area rely on it as a means of
going to church.'” Council

President Wisniewski stated
that "'perliaps we can’t change

it, but we can certainly voice
our opinion on the matter.’

Councilman Howley wanted it
known that he was "‘opposed

to any such action,’ and made
a motion that the City Solici-

tot , contact. the ‘bus company
for further details.

As o the Public Service tx¢
questgfor amy trial'*t‘o ter-
minate their local run by going

down Conlogue Ave., across

Campbell St. to Dayton St.,
thence to Bordentown Ave., a

letter was received from Mrs.
Beatrice Dowdell of Bordenatown

Ave. stating that she was in
favor of the proposed new

route. Living in the immediate
area where the bus formerly

wmed around and not object-
ing to it, Mrs, Dowdell stated

that she feels the people should
. take into consideration the

fact that if they mre refused
the new change, perhaps the

‘bus service in that area may
be eliminated entirely. She

brought out also, that rumors
pre around to the effect that

the service may be terminated
at Broadway,

After further diacuiuion, the
council, on the suggestion of

Council President Wisniewski
voted to have the police de-

partment conduct a survey, on
the Public Service quu);ion,

of people living on the streets
involved. Chief of Police

Gleason was present at the
meeting and stated he would

be glad to cooperate with the
council In conducting t?.e
survey.
