Thrre thutl be no attempt to promote
rioriiirnrr, nor can we strive for anything but
11 n almost concerted expression of gratitude
a popularr may feel at having had that rare
c()pot (unity of personally knowing him.
Harold Giles Hoffman was a mere man bom
m the city of South Amboy. His rise to
crandrur was very much a* a commoner
who never forgot anyone he ever knew. His
Ki-rsit men were Abraham Lincoln, and Theo-
dore Roosevelt, and alike them he lived with
his people, walked their streets, shared their
problems, and thought of them constantly if

one would only adjudge the tokens of thoughtfulness there still
remain to attest to the affection he reflected.

There arc about fifty thick scrap books which rsadily na*
rate In print to what extent the respect and friendship prospered
wherever he traveled. Running the gamut of Instances would
be to point to a magnificent elephant ctatue presented to him
by ths people of Manhattan's Chinatown. They honored that gift
with an Inscription In Chinese which reads "To ths Mayor of
Chinatown." Another token of eiteem Is a very precious leather
book wherein Is inscribed the Ulumtnatinf salute of the Stats
GevtramenUl Body, duly sighed, authenticated, and presented
with thanks for having been associated with Harold G. Hoffman*
ths man.

On Tuesday. February 7th, at 11 a. m., on his birthday an-
niversary, a motorcade of buses will journey all ths way from
New York City, to pay homage at the grave of the former Oov<
ernor, In Christ Church Cemetery. The procession will Include
dignitaries and members of the Circus Saints and Sinners, Inc.
of New Tork City. It is an organisation which was very endeared
In the affections of the Governor, and for which they feel he ac-
complished much during his membership. It virtually represents*
s host of admiring celebrities who have not forgotten the birth-
day of the Governor born In 1896. The Circus Saints and Sinners
Is an organisation composed of many wise and prominent figures
In the nation's activities, and they are the men who also cannot
forget Harold Hoffman. Almost Immediately after his demise, it
waa proposed that they signify some gesture whioh would token
am appreciation of a friendship, and that may explain why a
sttm will be dedicated at his grave by the Dexter Fellows Tent
of ths Circus 8atnts and Sinners, Inc.

One oannot conjecture with the wonders of the Lord by a
prophecy about what kind of weather will happen on that day,
but If It is destined to be a bright day, the sun will shine brighter.
If it should rain, thrn It will fall lightly. If It snows, then the
snow will appear softer, and If it is windy, then the wind will
prove less threatening, Any phase of weather will probably recall
many days when the Governor walked down the street to ex-
change greetings with members of his home town.

On. every occasion whenever his name Is recalled, It Is al-
ways mentioned by people who knew him, with a warmth and a
proud significance. It would almost seem as though the greatest
monument any man would ever care to have built for him had
altruistically been erected In his name. A lasting trust that will
not let hU name die. Ills rooms and his desks all appbar aa
though he only stepped out for an hotir or so. The care of his
many possessions in home life visibly betoken the great tove and
feeling which mutt have been shared without reservation. That
and the love of the people has almost grown Into a monument
which win stand stronger as a tribute than any obelisk could pos*
sjbly commemorate.

Hers was a truly great American who gloried In Lincoln,*
studied Theodore Roosevelt, tnd enjoyed the humorous wisdom
of Will Rogers. Here again was a roan who did not waste thus
with his duties, but who started out each morning at six,* from
his borne. Headed for the Capitol tn Trenton, he would dictate
matters of Importance into a machine to avoid delays, while his
air traveled the roads*

Chronologically, his history could be mentioned In a regular
listing. Born In the city in which he lived and died, he was also
a high school correspondent for this very newspaper. "The Cltl-
oen." Harold Hoffman held office as a City Treasurer, a Mayor*
a State Legislator, Secretary to the President of ths Senate, a
Congressman, and as State Commissioner of Motor Vehicles,
Governor, and also State Employment Security Director. His
popularity as a Gubernatorial figure may be estimated by his
funeral which resulted In approximately ten thousand people de-
sirous of paying their respscts, among them were United States
Senators Alexander Smith and Robert Henderson. No less than
six ax-Governors also attended. They wfeWTJfWfln Larson, Alfred
E. DriscoU, Walter E. Edge, Charles Edison, James C. Fielder,
and the present Governor Robert E. Meyner.

His greatness may be measured not by the glib tongue of
the accustomed and practised speaker, but by the halting, htsl-
tating speech of the every-day-laymen who feel abashed at not
betng able to find unusual words of merit and praise with which
to express opinions. •
