Again by Come*.
In an effort to protect the

people in the fourth ward sec-
tion of the city, the local
governing body voted in favor
of a motion to grant permission
to the Public Service Coordi-
nated Bus System to use Con*
logue Ave., Campbell sad Day*
ton Streets as a means of ter-
minating their ran on outer Bor*
den town Avenue on s 90-day
trial basis.
This action wsrs brought about ,

after much diacussion oa the
subject, ss well as the raisers
that Public Service nay have
no alternative but to discos-
tinuethe service if pensissles
was not granted to use the
proposed new turn-around route.
Several people living is thst
ares were present at toe nest-
ing and voiced their opinion
on the matter.
The results of a survey con-

ducted by the police depart-
ment of people living on the
streets involved, showed thst
22 were against the new teru-
sroand route, while 14 were in
fsvor of It. However, It was
brought to light by one of the
spectators present that people
were not aware of what would
happen if the bus company was
not granted permission, namely,
discontinuance of the service.
Mayor O'Leary congratulated

the members of the council on
their wholehearted interest in
the citizens of fourth ward,
and stated that "we are defi-
nitely against any curtailment
of bus service in any section
of our city."
