The Swan HID Pottery was established In 1849 by Sparks
and Moore and was destroyed by fire In 1854. James Fish and
James Carr rebuilt the place again. A resume of Its history
In dates would be that It was established 1S49 by Sparks and
Moore, and. they were succeeded In 1150 by Fish and Hanks,
then later on It passed Into the hands of James Csrr, Thomas
Locker, Daniel Greatbeeh, and Enoch Moore, In 18A2. Graatbach
and Moore were replaced by Joseph Woolen and Sam Riley. A fire
ensued at this time, and Chas. Coxen ran the business until It
again changed hands and became the J. L. Rue and Company.
In 1870 Roe withdrew and the firm name was transferred to
Fish and Howell, until the death of Fish, whereon How*ll became
the sole manager until It was sold to H^ C. Perrlne.
