do not ta&e time oat to consider Its many beneficial ramlfles-
Uoni.

Drivers of "Hoi-Rods" do not voluntarily frequent highways,
and they do not seek to endanger public driving. Much to the
contrary, they do everything possible to avoid anything remotely
savory w i r e s tin* danger. In the locale of South Amboy, there
is a group known as "The Bearing Burners," They are a body of
fifteen young men headed by a roster of officers such aa Watt
MeKron, president; Chet Robinson, recording secretary; Tom
Coltow, treasurer, and Frank McKeon, vice-president.

Objectives by which they strive to gain their admirable pur-
poses are many and rather worthy of commendation. All activ-
ities are tied down and bound by the strictest of regulations.
Recklessness Is not countenanced. Carelessness Is regarded as a
hasard. Juvenile delinquency has never keen supported by any
member of so sterling a representation of Young America.

Mayhap it would prove an asset to their credit to repeat the
California National Hot Rod Association's declarations, which
Is as follows. Hot Roddlng is a manifestation of the originality
that Is Inherent In most young Americans. B is indicative of the
ever present desire to Improvise and Improve. It Is a mirror of
the Inventiveness and Ingenuity possessed by so many American
hoys. It Is a reflection of the love of competition and. In thai
light, assumes many of the elements that buttress our cherished
Ideals of free enterprise.

That was the first paragraph in an almost documented trea-
tise on the advantages of hot roddlng. Di a later description It
tells about 18-year olds working day and night, or night after
night In a garage at home, and not out somewhere loafing it**
trouble. Adult guidance and assistance can make It a cdbtrtjf*
tive enterprise.

To this chronicler. "Hot-Rods" appears to be a cognomen eap~
able of making people think wrongly about what It aoiaally Im-
plies. A better name could possibly be chosen, but the hobby was
born with that title and In clarification It means almost every-
thing but what Its christened name seems to infer.

There Is a maxi-
mum of pride and care inspired by such endeavors, and few
owners of "Hot Rods" are anxious to do anything reckless which
might In any wav Impair or imperil a fidelity to their machina-
tions.

Our local "Bearing Burners" consists of a wonderful efrela
of young men In which the community may well take pride.
Some of them have been at the hobby for many years, and have
wives and grown boys who share the enthusiasm with sualtffed
sincere efforts. They are the first group of Its kind aa compare*
with 22 other clubs formed In the state since they first organ*
Ised. One rather impressive factor everyone should realise dear*
ry, Is that these groups are all bound by set and compulsory reg-
ulations which they must adhere to according to state and local
by-laws.

There has not been a serious accident notated In the past
five years, and the representative committee Inspection Is ngi-
questionably one of the most rigid which can be enforced. A oar
hi practically taken apart before It Is checked as being safe.

About five years ago, many old timers expressed regrets at
seeing the old three-story frame house wlitch stood a' the corner
of Mason Street and Bordentown Avcnu? «fi!cd for oblivion.
The Federal Housing Project underloolt to deirolhli same to
make room for more comodtous homes. It v/as can.'.dcred to be
about the oldest building of Its <;tnd tn Mia nren. Many of tbs
older Inhabitants were of the firm belief that the place had beent
built even before Revolutionary da vs. The shore area In which
the house was located was on: of the. first beg truing* of a city
settlement, and besides many other habitations, there was also
a sand dock maintained by Whltthead Brothers, where barges
were loaded.

When the British were quartered in the area, they were often
raided by Americans who came and departed via the water facil-
ities. Captain Hyer, famous in the annals of history frequented
the Rarltan River section during many o." his escapades against
the British. The building mentioned, In the bifiinrT.nj;, was even-
tually occupied by George Lahuc and ills wife, Mary. Th*y used
same as a rerldence, while he At thi time had lib office
for furnishing feed .in the eartern section of (he edlfic;. A huge
rcaie on the south fid? of the ground:1} was operated by Mr.
Lahue as welghmaster. and also for the Wbitehead Saod firm.
Mrs. Lahue was a teacher in local public tchools. She died on
Oct. 7th, 1895. The building was .old Oat. 3D! h. 1R92 to ths White-
head Brothers, and later purchased by Cite Engineer A. T. Mc-
Mlchaels, who In turn sold it to Doughs Fhh?r of Sayrcville. on
March 5th, 193G.

LITTLE LULU

John Mullane Sr. is indeed a grand representative of South
Amboy and Its residents. His appreciative sense of good humor
somehow makes one feel conscious of a real humane peronage.
In our brief conversation, the other day. he r;Ialt\l n bit of his-
tory about "Little Lulu" who was knon'.i and quite papular to
folks In both Perth Amboy and South Am boy.
