"Lord, deliver me from fire and
water!"

In a community where religion plays so Importantly grand
an Influence over Its population, and in a city where the per-
centage of Juvenile delinquency Is beneficently low In comparison
with other locales, It nevertheless li appallng to uaust and real-
ise how irresponsible are the transgressions whereby fir* alarm
boxes are abated with false call*.

How can anyone with any bit of humane feeling trifle with
to tacred an Instrument of well-intentioned being as a fire alarm
box which may wrongly prove the cause of many serious regret*T
The perpretatlon of false fire alarms brings out all five compa-
nies rushing to fulfill voluntary obligations to their fellow-
humans. "Greater Love Hath No Man!" than the ones who risk
their lives for others. Accidents could occur, time and money are
wasted, energies are spent, and so seldom, but always there Is
that danger of laxity based on the fables about the. boy who
cried wolf once too often, when the lame fire alarm box Is the
vlcthn of false calls.

Box No. 43 in South Amboy is just etteh an anomaly. It has
already been sounded falsely, a few times .and only the other
d«y, when a family was endangered by a real fire, It proved
more than fortunate wth.ert the call which eamo through fchat
box was answered promptly. The same Intrepid forces who had
been fooled times before did not regard the matter lightly as
another prank, but rushed to the scene of near-disaster, and
luckily enough displayed their meritorious heroism to a Just
rescue.

^Xlght frame dwellings are rather prevalent In the* area, and
fire alarms are more than serious functions vtien needed. There
are rulings and regulations governing the procedures against

apprehending such culprit* via Inc" rtngerprTnT' mcffioBju" the
authorities are determined to carry out and mcto proportionate
punishment to the severest extent of their limits.

Whoever has that, rather perverted desire to ring In false
alarms should remember that it Is not to be attributed to a mali-
cious or mischievous malcontent. It very distinctly Is a sin
against all that holds for good against evil. It fs a cursed urge
which requires counsel. Stop committing such a wrong before
your conscience starts to ring with an alarm at Mich atrocities! It
wilt soon have you hating yourself! Stop before your own alarm
will prove anything out false!
