Summary of Gadek and Rea Case Data

The unfortunate eaoe of the death Involving Middlesex County
Freeholder Anthony S. Gadek, and the equally unfortunate plight
ef John Francis Bea of SoaUt Amboy, who drove the ear which waa
the oaaae of the aorident confronts the people of thii area witii
much In the way of deep thought.

Gadek, a Freeholder of commendable reputation, and a man
greatly honored In the county, on his way home, stopped hl» car,
a few minutes before three o'clock In the morning at the entrance
U the Victory Bridge because traffic had been halted. He got out of
his car on the outside lane, and walked back two or more car
lengths to speak with a man In a oar parked In the Inside lane.
There were only two lanes, since cart going In the opposite direct-
ion were halted on the other tide of the bridge. Two state's wit-
nesses attested that It was reasonable to assume that Gadek
turned and took a few steps, three or four, or four or five steps,
in order to return to his car In the other lane. He wore a fray suit,
and had no hat, and the tune of the morning was three o'clock.

Bea, at that time, came along en the outside lane, and tragic-
ally enough, hit Gadek with his car, Gadek's body was evidently
swept or held on the-hood, and then thrown, because of the ear*a
impact with the one ahead, and catapulted on to the ear In front.
Jt.lt obvious that the sodden shock of the accident caused Re*
4o lose control of his ear whleh perpetrated the sad chain of events.

According to report! it Is an opinion that the Jury trial hi
which Attorney George stress of South Amboy, defended Bea*
reunited In a failure to agree on a verdict, which Is supposed t«
have been seven for acquittal, and five against such a decision. It
waa brought out in the trial that then were no white ttfies on the
bridge roadway, and that the lights were not effective.

If is understandable that Bea above all people would not have
wanted anything -whleh took- place to ever have happened, and
that he is above all so great a sufferer as the ones near and dear
to Gadek who mourn his loss. Bea is a young man of 26, a graduate'
of 8t Mary'*, was an altar boy for 6 years, attended Fordham at
night, was a Radio Mao 1st Class Technician In the Navy, and was
currently working for DoPont. He Is well regarded, and has a ftoe
family background. Bllrhttoc the future career of a young man for
a very sad and tragic nightmare wtU not, no matter how much
propsnderance of rotlt, may be placed on bis shoulders ever efface
the scene from his memories, which Is punishment enough, nor
will It In any way bring back a beloved Gadek or satiate anyone else
wiftiY satisfaction. Kea has sorely served: a severe term of mental
aafulah for what happened because of a quirk of Fate,
