It took a bridle of some ten years welfhed down with consi-
derations and discussions to materialise Into actuality of an ar-
terial link between both Amboy*. The first official talk about
the Victory Bridge span across the Rarltan River, occurred on
April 8, 1916, at a meeting- of the Middlesex County Freeholders,
forty yean ago. It eventually replaced the old wooden County
structure which was fast approaching the end of Us use. There
were contemplations about having trolley tracks carried on the
bridge, as well as water mains, but the traction company went
out of business before the bridge was built and that was elimi-
nated from the plans. It presented many hopes of what the bridge
would do for traffic, but quite to the contrary for obvious reasons
It created much more of a crowded route for travel. Twenty years
after the Victory Bridge was built, the Edison Bridge loomed Into
view in modern fashion, and was soon followed by the Garden
State Parkway span. The Victory Bridge envisioned as effecting
a relief to traffic never seemed to do anything but help a little,
because of the Increased influx of cars and trucks to meet with
the demand. It significantly points to the growth of the popula-
tion in the area. A gala day happened when the Victory Bridge
was first opened. The South Amboy Luke Lovely Post of the Amer-
ican Legion took part In the program, floats were exhibited, and
Gov. A. Harry Moore presided over ceremonies.
